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Parent/Caregiver Rights and Responsibilities
Nebraska Families Collaborative welcomes you and looks forward to working with you to meet your family needs. The following are your rights and responsibilities.
General
1. You have the right to discuss what you think your rights and responsibilities.
2. You have the right and responsibility to know what we do.
3. You have a right and a responsibility to participate in monthly contacts. You have the right to be treated with respect and be free from discrimination based on race, color, gender, gender identity and gender expression, religion, sexual orientation, physical and mental disability.

4. You have the right to choose to have someone speak for you.

5. You have the right and responsibility to be free from violence, neglect, and poverty for yourself and children.
6. You have the right to be treated with dignity and respect.

7. You have the right to speak up in court

8. You have the responsibility to notify us of family or living change including non-family members residing in your dwelling.
9. You have the responsibility as a parent or caregiver to properly parent your children. 
10. You have the right and responsibility to develop healthy relations with your children.
Permanency and Placement
1. You have the right and responsibility to maintain family connections 

2. You have a right and a responsibility to visit your children, if they are not presently residing with you.
3. You have the responsibility to notify us if you are unable to properly parent your children.

4. You have the right and responsibility to actively participate and progressively work towards permanency of your children so that you can be a stable family again.
Case and Service
1. You have the right and responsibility to information about your Case Plan.  

2. You have the right and responsibility to know about changes to your Case Plan and to be a part of a team of people that support you. 

3. You have the right and responsibility to talk with the team about your needs.
4. You have the right and a responsibility to know about your progress.  
5. You have the right to confidential information.

6. You have the responsibility to do what you said you would do in the Case Plan.

7. You have the right to supports that meet your needs and the responsibility to follow through in accessing supports.

You have the right and responsibility to maintain healthy supports, relationships and services that will improve your family relationships.
 Family Team Meeting
1. You have a right and responsibility to participate in Family Team Meetings, treatment team meetings, court, and school meetings at least monthly
2. You have a right and a responsibility to recommend to the team those family members or other people of your choice to participate in your team meetings. 

Complaint
1. You have the right to file a complaint.
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
